Proof of Publication:  Motion by Bomkamp to accept proof of publication, second by Bahr. Motion carried.  
Approval of August 12 Meeting Minutes:  Error in Road Report to be updated from Prairie Rd to Hickory Grove Rd .  Motion by Imhoff to approve minutes pending change to road name second by Bahr.. Motion carried. 
Recommendation request for conditional use permit for residential kennel at 7199 State Road 80 was discussed. Iowa County Ordinance is followed. The property is zoned AR-1 Agricultural Residential where a “residential Kennel” as defined in the county’s zoning ordinance is a Conditional Use Permit option.   If the proposed use of the property is to include breeding and/or rearing between 3 and 6 dogs for the owner's benefit alone, then the owner will need to seek a Conditional Use Permit for a "Residential Kennel".  Motion to approve moving forward with conditional use permit for up to 6 dogs. Motion to accept by Bomkamp. Second by Bahr. Motion carried.

Transportation aid check is expected in October.  Bahr motioned to accept report, Second by Bomkamp.  Motion carried.
Road Patrolman Report:  Road Patrolman application has been received and will be reviewed at a future special meeting. Report:  Town Board members are taking care of downed trees, mowing, clearing ditches as the need arises.  Iowa County has called a couple of times for trees down. There is communication on who is taking the work at the time of need and for safety reasons.  
Policy Review:  Last month reviewed Clerk and Treasurer Position policies and there are no concerns.  The policies do not need approvals and will be presented at October meeting to have signatures with reviewed by and dates for acknowledged
Clerk’s Report:  Explained error that occurred with the January – April 8 payroll calculated at time and half of $40 base pay, and should have been time and half of $20 extra work base pay and paid for an extra meeting in error.  This calculation in QuickBooks was identified and will be corrected for future payroll. Review of past payroll was done by Michek and no other errors were found. Tony Bomkamp will pay the overpayment back to the township once the recalculation and taxes are confirmed. 
Website updates posting financial and budget statements was made as a recommendation at the Annual meeting, but not voted on.  Motion to post QuickBooks Check Details Report, Financial,  and Estimated Budget Reports by Bahr.  Aye Bahr and Imhoff.  Bomkamp opposed.  Motion carried 2-1 
Fall Cleanup is October 4 and Dan Imhoff will work the clean-up day. Wardell offered time to be present for sign-in sheet and assistance as needed. COM2 Recycling Solutions presented the opportunity to partner with them for E-Recycling at no cost to the township.  Motion by Bomkamp to partner with COM2 Recycling for Fall Cleanup October 4. Second by Bahr. Motion carried.

Road Improvements:  projects need to done to spend budgeted money
Prairie Road: 2 sections need to be done, from the quarry down and gravel. Consider cutting bank along riprap due to water erosion. Imhoff will contact DNR regarding permits that are needed.  Tony Bomkamp will donate concrete for fill; township needs to pay contractor to put it in place. 
Olson Road:  Fill is needed for riprap side. 

Chairman's Report:  Board conduct and expectations were addressed. Imhoff set expectations that conversations between board members and electors  need to be calm and respectful.  Expectations are that unless it is requested by the chair, contact with contractors cannot be presented as a board member; which is viewed as misconduct.  Board business cannot be communicated amongst board members outside of meetings is not permitted, with exception of road patrolman emergency coverage. This communication is to be with all board members through the group text messages. We are in these positions for the good of the township.  Tree on Hickory Grove Rd was discussed in August and an agreement was made for Bomkamp Logging to remove tree with skidder as it was too dangerous to cut with a saw. Although the work agreement was not made as a motion, the WTA advised the invoice could be paid as work was done as a business, not personal. Go forward, motions will be made when money is being spent and proper procedures will be followed.          Meadow Brook Rd does not have a posted weight limit.  Imhoff spoke with Liddicott about the use of the road, and they will continue with their current routes which saves them time and mileage. Motion made by Bahr to post Meadow Brook Rd. There was not a second to the motion.  Imhoff explained his reasoning’s regarding posting roads:  state aid is provided for all entities that travel township roads, whether or not the use of the road is from someone who lives on the road.  If one road is posted, all roads should be posted.  Future consideration is that roads should be posted for Spring Thaw. This will be discussed in January 2026 meeting. 
LRIP – Old 80 Grant has not yet been approved due to concern with bids not being posted Class 2 notification. LRIP Checklist was provided and to be followed.  Future LRIP projects to consider Old 80 and Fairview Rd.

Avoca & Rural Fire & EMS Joint District Board Member cannot actively sit on committee. Melvin Kreul is interested in remaining on committee board and need another person to represent township. Imhoff made a motion to nominate someone to the Avoca & Rural Fire & EMS Joint District. Bahr made a motion to nominate   Zorba to represent Pulaski on the board.  Second by Bomkamp. Motion carried.  At least one of the members must be present for a meeting to be held.   
Propose dates to Avoca Board to review and discuss Avoca & Rural Fire & EMS Joint District Contract. Board proposed dates September 30 and October 8. Wardell will follow-up with Avoca clerk. 
Public Comment: Zorba questioned when clerk and treasurer laptops will be upgraded and external jump drives provided.  Storti: no comment. Wardell: no comment 
New Business:  Guardrail and post on top of County P, Dave Hach driveway entrance, was damaged by Draves. This is not the first occurrence of damage. 
Present and Pay Bills:  Motion by Imhoff, second by Bomkamp. Motion approved.
